Syracuse Tri Deltas participated in many events to raise money. Syracuse, like many schools, held a large dance marathon, and Tri Delta always teamed up with a fraternity. During another philanthropy event, Christine and her sisters pushed a wooden plane on wheels from Cornell University up Route 81 to Syracuse (roughly 60 miles). They raised pledges for each mile that they pushed the plane. While at Syracuse, Christine was also an Orangette, a member of the dance line that performed during pre-game and half time at the football games in the Carrier Dome.
After graduation from Syracuse, Christine worked for a year and then started her graduate degree in the evening. She currently holds an MPA in Health Care Administration from Long Island University

Christine still keeps in touch with her sisters from Syracuse. Her Tri Delta "Mom" lives in Northport, Christine's hometown, and both have children in the same grades. She also remains in contact with a sister who pledged with her during freshman year, and who currently lives outside of Washington, DC. Thanks to Facebook, Christine has been able to reconnect with a number of Omicron Tri Deltas.

Christine joined the Long Island Alumnae Chapter a few years ago, because she really missed the connections she had with fellow Tri Deltas. She says that she enjoys meeting a whole new group of great women who share something in common. Christine participates in many events, and serves as the LIAC's Hospitality Chair. She received her Silver Circle milestone in 2008 for 25 years of membership in Tri Delta.
