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Peggy joined Tri Delta while studying at Duke University. At Tri Delta, Peggy served as Chaplain, and fondly recalls the many friendships she made there with her sisters.
Peggy noted that Duke did not have houses for its sororities. There were also limits on the number of sisters in any given sorority that could live in a given portion of any dorm. Chapter meetings, pledge class meetings, and rush were all held in the evenings in a classroom. One of the important tasks of a pledge was to get to know the sisters. As a pledge Peggy visited each sister in her dorm room, and had to receive a signature from the sister on Peggy's "pledge paddle" as evidence of the visit.
According to Peggy, the early sixties at Duke were more like the fifties. She explained that while the academic requirements for men and women were exactly the same, the social regulations were very different.
Female students at Duke had to abide by what was called "hours." Women had to "sign out" upon leaving the dorm after dinner, and had to return to the dorm and sign in by closing time. The closing times were 10:30 pm Monday through Thursday, midnight on Friday, 1 am on Saturday, and 11:30 pm on Sunday. After closing time, the door was locked, and any female latecomers had to ring to get in. The late minutes were then recorded. Women were allowed 15 late minutes per semester. If anyone used more than five late minutes on any given night or exceeded the 15 minute per semester total, she had to appear before a Judicial Board and was likely "campused" for a period of time.
Peggy graduated in 1965 with a BA in Economics and immediately went to work as an analyst in Information Systems for Standard Oil of New Jersey, which later became Exxon, and is now ExxonMobil.
Years later, after her daughter went to college, Peggy completed two graduate degrees at "night school," while still working full time, both entirely paid for by "mother Exxon" and in classes held on Exxon's corporate campus. In 1991, she received an MS in Computer Science from New Jersey Institute of Technology (NJIT), and in 1996, she completed her MS/MOT (Management of Technology) at Stevens Institute of Technology.
Peggy became involved as a Tri Delta alumna when she moved to New Jersey because of a job change within Exxon. She found the local Tri Delta chapter and was a member for many years and an officer for a few. Peggy continues to keep in touch with several Tri Deltas from her days at Duke. She currently enjoys being part of the Long Island Alumnae Chapter, because of its diversity. She notes that there are so many sisters of different ages who attended different colleges and have a variety of life experiences to share. In May 2008, Peggy was recognized by the LIAC with her Silver Circle milestone for 25 years since her initiation in Tri Delta. 
A native of Merrick, Long Island, Peggy currently lives in Huntington Bay with her husband, Del, whom she met in Oxford, England, in 1995, while they were both attending a two-week course sponsored by Smithsonian on the English Country House at Kellogg College. She has a daughter, Tara, and four grandchildren, ages 11, 8, 5, and 4.
Peggy is currently retired and keeps busy by helping her family members: her mother, age 91, an aunt, age 92, and her daughter and the grandchildren. She and Del enjoy traveling and generally take two trips a year. This winter they visited Arizona and New Mexico. Next fall they plan to go to Hungary, Austria, and the Czech Republic. Peggy takes beginner tap dancing lessons and notes that it is great exercise. She also serves as a "coach" for SeniorNet, an organization that provides classes in computing for senior citizens.
